Well, our family and friends began to wonder why we were not having children, thinking
something was wrong.

| am sure that is what was going through the minds of Abraham and Sarah during the 25 years after God
promised that he would be the father of many nations. It was beginning to look like one of his slaves would
be his heir. God again assured Abraham he would have descendants as numerous as the stars in heaven
(Gen. 15:5). Then God told Abraham “/ will give you a son by Sarah; I will bless her, and she shall be a
mother of nations; kings of peoples shall come from her” (Gen. 17:16). At that point in our lives, we would
have done the same thing Abraham did. He “laughed and said to himself, ‘Shall a child be born to a man
who is a hundred years old? Shall Sarah, who is ninety years old, bear a Child?” (Gen. 17:17). Don't you
know our God is a patient God!
